ATM Phishing Scams 

 
A man alters the ATM card 

slot with plastic objects or 

tape, and when a customer 

inserts  a card, the monitor 

appears to shut down and 

the card becomes stuck in-

side the slot.  The man, who 

lurks near the machine 

while pretending to talk on 

a cell phone or acts like he 

is waiting in line, tells the  

victim to enter a PIN and 

press cancel.  After watch-

ing  the customer enter a 

PIN, he walks away.  When 

the customer leaves the 

ATM, the thief returns to 

retrieve the stuck card and 

withdrawls cash.   

 

The above scenario is a 

scam that is becoming more 

popular.  Please be aware of 

your surroundings  while 

using the ATM and become 

familiar with the ATMs you 

commonly use to help pro-

tect yourself against such 

scams.

You will also help  

protect yourself from identity 

theft by monitoring your credit 

report.
