Fraud Education:
Reshipping Scheme

plexity and number of
fraud scams, card holders
may not realize they are
being victimized. One of the best
prevention techniques of fraud is
education. This month we will give
information on t
schemeo, which ¢
who uses the internet.

What is the reshipping schente
This scheme involves fraudsters
convincing U.S. residents to receive
packages at their home address.
After the package is received the
resident is then asked to reship the
package to an overseas destination.
The packages contain contents that
have been purchased fraudulently
on the internet! The U.S. resident is
used to help conceal the trail to
those committing the fraud.

There are two basic recruitment
techniques being used to get people
involved in the scheme. The first
is Employment. This technique
involves false job posting that ad-
vertise the ability to work from
home. The victims fill out an appli-
cation, which gives the thieves
enough sensitive personal informa-
tion to obtain d
name. The thieves notify the victim
that they have been hired and start
sending the fraudulent packages for
reshipping. The second technique
is friendship or love. This tech-
nique targets victims in chat rooms.
By building a relationship with the
victims, the thieves are able to ma-
nipulate them by telling them that
their country will not allow them to
receive necessary shipments. The
victims believe they are doing the
thieves a favor, when in reality they
are helping complete the fraudulent
activity.
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
