Tax-Free Direct IRA          

Payments to a Charity 
 

A new charitable contribution fed-

eral income tax law which will 

benefit both qualifying charities and 

certain IRA accountholders is part 

of the Pension Protection Act of 

2006.  This new law will primarily 

benefit traditional IRA account-

holders. 

 

The Benefits of the new law: 

 

A person age 70/ or older will be 

able to direct his or her IRA custo-

dian to withdraw an amount of up 

to $100,000 from his or her IRA 

and have such proceeds sent di-

rectly to a qualifying charitable or-

ganization.  The distribution will be 

tax free if certain rule, are met. 

 

In addition, the amount given to the 

charity from your IRA will be con-

sidered to have been distributed to 

you for purposes of the required 

distribution rules, for example, if 

your required distribution for 2007 

is $700 and you instruct your IRA 

custodian to make a direct payment 

of $1000 to your church, you will 

have satisfied your required distri-

bution for 2007, and you will not 

pay any federal income tax with 

respect to the $1000.  

 

There will now be an incentive for 

people over age 70 to instruct to 

have a direct payment to a qualify-

ing charity, because excluding an 

amount form oneôs income is the 

equivalent of claiming a tax deduc-

tion.  In addition, there are limits 

placed on individuals with higher 

incomes which act to reduce the tax 

benefit of their gifts.  Such reduc-

tion will not occur if 

the funds come 

form the individ-

ualôs IRA.
